LTSP Paper Policy

(Approved by the Green Team in spring of 2008)

It is the policy of this seminary to promote a responsible use of paper in all areas of seminary life. Faculty, staff, and students are encouraged to follow these guidelines established by the Green Team on paper use in order to reduce waste and help protect the environment. These are not regulations but guidelines to be taken seriously and implemented faithfully when appropriate and feasible to do so.
1. Use Recycled Paper
- Note-taking

- Papers
- Handouts
- Letters

- Printers and Copiers

2. Use Paper Wisely

- Print, write, and make copies on both sides

- Avoid cover pages when possible

- Reuse paper with printing on one side for drafts and notes on the other

 
- When distributing handouts, use smaller margins or font, or half sheets when possible

- Reuse envelopes for inter-seminary communication

3. Avoid Paper Use

- Utilize whiteboards and projection technology

- Utilize Blackboard for handouts and reserve readings

- Utilize email for communication

- Avoid campus-wide mailbox stuffing when possible, use email/announcements instead

4. Recycle Paper
